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The Northern Lebanon County Authority will be undertaking a sanitary
sewer main “Re-lining” project during the summer of 2021. There will
be activity associated with the project on East Queen Street, South Mill
Street, throughout the Jonestown Park, across South Lancaster Street
and in the area of Fortna Street. There will be little if any excavation
associated with the project. Equipment will be staged throughout the
work area while the work is being completed. The original pipe is being
lined with a PVC product as part of NLCA’s ongoing collection system
maintenance and rehabilitation program. The work is expected to take
place during July and August 2021. Any customers that may be directly
affected with a brief interruption of sanitary sewer service will be noti-
fied prior to the work being started. Please contact the NLCA office with
questions if necessary during the project at 717-865-7202.
